Students O�ce is a great resource with agency leads and a Volunteer Fair twice a year! Additionally, Hands on Charlotte is a great organization to 
do project-based volunteering with numerous agencies in the Charlotte area.

Service Learning in the Curriculum: many faculty members are increasingly incorporating service projects into their curriculum, resulting in a 
creative and civic-minded way for students to learn course concepts through hands-on experience.

Additionally, in a downturn job market, more upcoming graduates are considering short-term job adventures that will allow them to serve while 
building their professional experience, professional network, and career opportunities later on. Short-term job adventures are typically two year 
assignments and when the position expires, you receive assistance from the organization as you search for permanent positions. These adven-
tures include such agencies as:

US Peace Corps: serve as an international humanitarian while representing the US abroad www.peacecorps.gov

AmeriCorps: serve local communities domestically here in the US; assignment hosts range from community agencies, to colleges and 
universities, to state government commissions, and more. www.americorps.gov.

Teach for America: serve today’s youth as a teacher in a rural or urban school in the US. No teaching license is required. Teach for 
America teachers are paid at the same rater as licensed teachers in the school district. www.teachforamerica.org

DIY Makeovers: From Student to Professional
Did you know the most often cited complaint from employers at career fairs 
is that students were not dressed in professional attire? Think about it from 
the employer's perspective. If you were hiring an intern or professional 
employee, would you be more impressed with a student in a professional 
business suit or a student dressed in a t-shirt and jeans? Many employers will 
even make notes on the student's resume of how they were dressed as a 
reminder of who was prepared and who was not. Here are some tips as you 
plan your interviewing or career fair wardrobe: 

Tips for Men:
• A two-piece matched suit is the safest choice; avoid suits and slacks that do 
not match
• Choose conservative colors and fabrics; navy and dark gray are the safest 
choices; black tends to be formal.
• Good quality silk ties are usually best.
• Wear trouser socks; no athletic socks; these can be seen when you sit down 
or walk.

Tips for Women:
• Wear a two-pieced matched suit. Tailored pants suits are appropriate for 
women, as are tailored skirts with matching suit jackets.
• Avoid short skirts. Skirts should cover your thighs when seated, and reach 
to at least your knees when standing.
• Colors should be conservative: navy, black, dark gray and brown are best.
• Wear conservative blouses or knit shells in a color or small print that 
matches your suit.
• Hosiery colors should be neutral; avoid extreme designs.
